Brophy Crew Team Members Finish Strong at Desert Sprints Regatta! 

On, Saturday March 8, Brophy Crew members brought in impressive wins at Tempe 
Town Lake‘s 2008 Desert Sprints Regatta!  

The first win of the day brought in a gold medal as Stephen Wainwright ‟09 and 
Richard Milne ‘09 finished strong in the new Fr. Edward A. Reese, S.J. Fluidesign racing shell. 
The finish time was and incredible 16 seconds ahead of the silver medal boat. 

Immediately after that, the Men‘s Novice 8+ of March ‟11, Charlton ‟11, Holmes ‟10, 
Kelly ‟11, Burghart ‟10, Brown ‟09, Nilsen ‟10, Moyer ‟08 and Hoyt ‟11, battled down the 
course against a much larger hand-picked crew from San Diego Rowing Club. This race proved 
to be one of the tightest of the day coming in with a photo finish silver medal behind San Diego 
Prep, who finished only .2 seconds ahead of the Brophy men. This was the first time this dynamic 
team of nine Brophy Crew members raced together in an 8-man boat with a coxswain! 

Sahan Fernando ‟09 was yet another star Brophy athlete, bringing in the gold medal in 
both the Men‘s Junior 8+ race as well and the Men‘s Junior 1X single race! Remarkably, Sahan 
also competed in a third race and fourth race and won the silver medal in the Men‘s Junior 4+ 
race and the bronze medal in the Men‘s Junior 2X race. 

The Men‘s Novice 4+ B of Seitz ‟10, Charlton ‟11, Burghart ‟10, Kelly ‟11 and Hoyt 
‟11, screamed down the course with a sizeable lead by the 1000-meter mark, taking GOLD with 
several boat lengths to spare. 

We look forward to more outstanding spring rowing results from our Brophy Crew 
members as they travel to San Diego, Long Beach, Brentwood Canada, Sacramento and back 
home again in Tempe to complete their 2008 spring season.

The Memory Project         

For the past two years the Brophy Chapter of the National Arts Honor Society has 
participated in The Memory Project.  This is a national movement in which art students create 
portraits of children who have been orphaned, abandoned, abused or neglected.  We first 
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discovered this group when it was featured on CBS Evening News with Katie Couric in 
September, 2006.   

This project appealed to NAHS because artists are often questioning their place in the 
world and how art can be directly beneficial to mankind.  When an artist takes the time to produce 
a portrait, the subject is special and unique to that artist.  The resulting portrait can increase the 
self esteem of the model while it increases the awareness of the artist. 

While these portraits are typically drawn by university students, after viewing samples of 
our artists‘ works, the board of The Memory Project agreed to allow Brophy students to 
participate. This year NAHS artists created 23 works based upon photos sent to us from project 
headquarters.  These portraits were delivered in February, 2008.  They can be viewed at 
http://www.thememoryproject.org/Nicaragua-Deborah_Cronin/ .    

The portraits are held by the children who were our models. Most of these kids live in a 
home called Casa Santiago on the island of Ometepe, Nicaragua.   In a letter from Ben 
Schumaker, founder and director of the project, he notes ―in Nicaraguan culture, males typically 
do not smile for photos … when the portraits were received, however, there is a great deal of 
laughter and commotion … some kids could still be found carrying around their portraits and 
showing them to others many hours after receiving them.‖  

In summation Ben writes to our student artists, ―Your efforts have made the world a little 
smaller, and kindness a little brighter.‖  We could certainly see how our art made a direct impact 
on these children.
