Brophy 2007-08 Summit on Human Dignity: The Wages of War, The Potential for Peace 

A Forum to Examine War and Peace in Light of Our Gospel Call to Respect and Promote the Human 
Dignity of Each Person. 

Monday, March 10 marks the official start of the 2007-08 Summit on Human Dignity.  This two 
week campus wide event has been much anticipated by students, faculty and parents alike as excitement 
has built over the last four years for this annual event.  The Summit is an opportunity for students to 
explore a current issue as it relates to human dignity through speakers and presentations, discussions 
and dialogue, exhibits and displays, and through curriculum connections being made in individual 
classrooms.  The Brophy faculty and administration place such great importance on the experience the 
Summit offers our students that not only have we been planning and preparing for over 10 months but the 
regular daily schedule is altered so as to allow the most interaction with qualified speakers and guests.  
The two weeks of the Summit are one way we seek to fulfill our Jesuit mission of ―providing students with 
the intellectual, moral and spiritual formation that will enable them to make a commitment to service – that 
will make them agents of change.‖ (#81, Go Forth and Teach: The Characteristics of Jesuit Education, 
1987)   

This year‘s Summit will run March 10-20 and is titled The Wages of War, The Potential for Peace.  
During this Summit we aim to create a forum in which Brophy students and faculty will consider the 
realities of war and the Catholic tradition‘s perspective on war and peace, both of which will guide our 
response to war.
