The Tablet PC for the Class of 2012 will be the Toshiba Portégé M700. This spring we would like
to extend the price for the M700 tablet to current Freshmen and Sophomores who are interested in
refreshing their tablet. The overall cost is not final, but the Tablet PC will cost approximately $1,900.
Some of the newer features that will come standard on the M700 are a touch screen, integrated webcam,
increased RAM and processor speed from current models, and Computrace theft tracking software. We
are working on a process for data transfer and license transfer for students who would like to refresh their
tablet, so that current school data will be maintained.

Summer Immersion Trips
This summer over 65 Brophy students will head to various parts of Mexico, El Salvador and Peru
as part of the Brophy Immersion Program. Each trip is led by faculty mentors who guide the students in
their one to two week experience of solidarity and social justice education. In addition to trips to the
countries of Peru and El Salvador students will also be visiting the cities of Puebla, Juarez and Nogales,
Me xi co. While each trip will vary in its" scope and
experiencing a reality very different than one they have known, while building relationships with those
who experience that reality and the injustices it may present directly. Students will engage in dialogue
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with local organizations, community leaders and families. They will get a taste of local culture while
examining their own relationship with those they meet. Trip participants will hopefully come away from
the immersion experience with more questions than they started with and a desire to seek answers on
behalf of those they came to know in the community they visited. Brophy Immersion Trips are not meant
to be only a one week experience, but rather the beginning of a life long process of relationship building
and justice seeking. Our summer immersion trips are offered as part of the Brophy immersion program
run through the Office of Faith and Justice. Other immersion trips are offered throughout the year to
places such as Los Angeles, New Orleans, Appalachia, and Guatemala. For more information on the
