Explore Test is an exam that will give students a sense of areas they should focus on in their remaining
high school course work as they prepare for college.

Based on their self-reported interests and academic strengths, each student will
be provided with a list of careers that they might begin to consider.

On testing day, students will need a pencil and they may also bring a calculator. They will not
need their tablet computers.
