Despite Border Violence, Brophyés Donations Get Built
The news from Ciudad Juarez in May was not good. Rival drug cartels were targeting city police

as part of their turf battle. To be on the safe side, Brophy cancelled the immersion trip to Anapra, a

suburb of Juarez just across the border fence from Sunland, New Mexico. Yet Brophy students had

already contributed the funds to build a house, provide books for an after school program and help a
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refugee center in El Paso. Materials for the house had already been purchased, so Deacon Joe Stickney

traveled to Anapra with his family in early June to help put it together. With the help of volunteers from

Rockhurst University, they finished the roof and poured part of the concrete floor for a single mother with

3 children.
